Let the LORD JESUS CHRIST be as near to you as the clothes you wear. Then you won't try to satisfy
your selfish desires.

Don’t Criticize Others

Welcome all the LORD’S followers, even those whose faith is weak. Don't criticize them for having be-
liefs that are different from yours.

Some think it is al right to eat anything, while those whose faith is real will only vegetables. But you
should not criticize others for eating or for not eating. After al, GOD welcomes everyone. What right do
you have to criticize someone else’ servants? Only their LORD can decide if they are doing right and the
LORD will make sure that they do right. Some of the LORD’S followers think one day is more important
than another. Others think al days are the same. But each of you should make up your own mind. Any
followers who count one day more important than another day do it to honor their LORD. And any fol-
lowers who eat meat give thanks to GOD, just like the ones who don’t eat meant.
